RECOMMENDED CONDITION: Building permit authorization requireswritten
acknowledgement from Consumers Energy allowing the garageto bere-constructed in its
existing location in the easement.

BACKGROUND: Dan and Jill Willey, the owners of 2624 Richards Drive, SE, have applied for
three related zoning variances at that address in order to rebuild their detached garage in its current
nonconforming location. The garage was crushed by alarge tree that fell during the winter.
Because the foundation is intact and the insurance re-imbursement is limited, they propose to
replace it with a garage of exactly the same dimensions and in the same |location as the previous
garage. Rebuilding it in the same location aso avoids having to reconfigure the driveway, which is
not included in the insurance settlement.

The house was built in 1959, and the garage in the mid-1960s. Like many from the same time
period, it has setbacks that are less than today’ s required minimum setbacks of 3.0 feet from the
side and rear property lines for detached accessory buildings. This makesit a“lega
nonconforming structure”. At the narrowest points, the setbacks are 1.0 foot on the rear (south)
and 1.3 feet on the side (east), so the applicants are requesting a rear setback variance of 2.0 feet
and a side setback variance of 1.7 feet, instead of the required 3 feet, both pursuant to Section
5.70A7 of the East Grand Rapids Zoning Ordinance. The applicants also request relief from
Section 5.113A2a, which requires that if a nonconforming structure is destroyed to an extent of
more than sixty percent of its value —which this oneis—that it may be reconstructed only in
conformance with current zoning ordinance requirements.

In all other aspects, the design of this proposed garage complies with the Zoning Ordinance.

The applicants face an additional hurdlein this case. Thereis a5-foot Consumers Energy
easement along the south property line, and the previous garage was placed within this easement
prior to the present ownership. The owners have been in contact with Consumers Energy and are
awaiting the company’ s consent to rebuild the garage in the same location within the easement,
with the same clearances from lines as have existed for decades. Written confirmation of this
agreement has been requested but as of thiswriting has not been received. Thus the above
condition is recommended.

Ironically, the commission has heard, and granted, an almost identical variance application right
next door. The garage belonging to neighbor Catherine Giguere at 2628 Richards collapsed under
the heavy snow load in the winter of 2013-2014. That garage sits only afew feet from this one. It
also encroached on the utility easement and it was situated less than 2 feet from the lot lines. The
Giguere garage has now been successfully rebuilt inits original location.

Variance Narrative
On Friday, February 19 a large portion of a tree in our backyard fell on our garage (image of the accident

can be found below).

As we began the process of wanting to replace the garage/structure in the exact same spot with the
exact same specifications we learned the structure is now non-conforming. It has come to our attention
the original garage was within a Consumers Energy easement therefore building a new garage in the
exact same location within our property with the exact same specifications of the garage now no longer
meets zoning ordinance.

We wish the city to approve rebuilding the nonconforming structure within the same footprint as it was
prior to the accident, including...

e Relief from EGR Zoning Ordinance Section 5.70A7, for a rear garage setback of 1.0 feet at the
narrowest point instead of 3.0 feet, a variance of 2.0 feet, and

e Relief from EGR Zoning Ordinance Section 5.70A7, for an east/side garage setback of 1.3 feet at
the narrowest point instead of 3.0 feet, a variance of 1.7 feet.

e Relief from Section 5.113A2a to reconstruct garage in the same non-conforming location in spite
of damage exceeding 60% of replacement value.

If we are unable to receive approval of the variance we would be faced with several additional issues.
Specifically, if the garage were to be moved we would need to potentially replace the foundation,
driveway, deck and reduce our already small backyard — all of these expenses are not covered by
insurance and that we cannot afford. In addition, if we were to move the garage we would then be
violating other zoning regulations/codes.

BACKGROUND: Joel Peterson of J. Peterson Homes has applied on behalf of the owner of 528
Cambridge Boulevard, SE, for azoning variance at that address. The purpose of the request isfor
relief from Section 5.70A5 of the East Grand Rapids Zoning Ordinance in order to construct a 24
by 24-foot detached garage with a building height at the midpoint of the roof of 18.5 feet instead
of the maximum of 16 feet, avariance of 2.5 feet. The existing attached garage at the rear of the
house isto be remodeled into living space.

Thislot isunusual inthat it is*T”-shaped. The proposed location for the new detached garage is
off the south side of the house at the foot of the “T”, adjoining the rear yards of neighbors on
Lake Drive. The proposed garage meets the requirement that it not exceed 1% stories, but
measures 18.5 feet at the midpoint of the steeply pitched roof, instead of the maximum 16 feet,
and 25.5 feet at the ridge. The house, with aroof pitch of 12/16, is 27 feet in height at the main
ridge and approximately 28 feet at the pinnacle of the roof over the entry. The application states
that there will be no plumbing or heating to the half-story storage area above the garage. The
applicant also notes correctly that the proposed footprint is smaller than would be permitted. For
alot of this size (19,439 SF) with no attached garage, up to two detached accessory buildings are
allowed with atotal area of up to 1,008 square feet. The proposed footprint is 754 square feet.

Dear Commissioners,

J. Peterson Homes has been asked by the owners of 528 Cambridge to assist them in
building a garage with adjoining patio/entertainment area. They contracted with
Visbeen Architects to design this structure for them. Important to both the architect
and the homeowner was to design this structure in keeping with the architectural
significance of the home. Keeping with the architecture requires a steeper roof pitch
than zoning will allow. The owner also has need for additional storage which is
located above the new garage. The slightly higher pitch of the roof will allow for
stand up access to their storage area. There will be no plumbing or heating run to
this storage area as we realize the zoning does not allow habitable structures above
accessory buildings.

We also realize that in order to build this garage, the existing garage which is attached
to the home will need to be converted to another use other than a garage. We are
willing to sign an affidavit prior to receiving a zoning permit that this work will
commence within two months of the completion of the new garage. Please also note
on our submittal drawing that under current zoning a larger three car garage structure
could be built. Both the architect and the homeowner prefer the look and scale of the
smaller structure which we are requesting.

We request that the commission grant a variance from Section 5.70. A5 in order to
build an accessory structure at 18’6" to the midpoint of the roof instead of the allowed
16’ to the midpoint, a variance of 2.5’. Such a decision would grant substantial justice
to the owner and given it’s location, would not be a detriment to neighboring
properties.

Background: The City Code requires the holding of a public hearing in conjunction with the
annual certification of certain delinquent accounts receivable. Following the hearing, accounts
certified as delinquent are to be entered on the next tax roll and collected in the same manner as
general City taxes.

Letters have been sent to all delinquent receivable accounts advising them that the account
balance, plus an 18% penalty, will be placed on the tax roll if payment is not received by Friday,
June 3, 2016 at 5:00 pm.

Attached are lists of receivables, including the 18% penalties, which meet the delinquency criteria,
summarized by category as follows:

Mayor Seibold called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. in the City Commission Chambers at the East Grand Rapids
Community Center and led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Peter Dimetriou reported he had attended an event near Kalamazoo featuring a climatologist who outlined many
concerns. Mr. Dimetriou asked for continued awareness of climate change issues.

Commissioner Skaggs noted that many sidewalk replacement projects are underway. He also reported it has
National Public Works Week and thanked the staff for all their work every day of the year.

Mayor Seibold noted that construction near the intersection of Lakeside/Breton/Lake Drive was starting this
week and asked everyone to respect the posted detours. She also reported she had personally thanked the Public
Works crews earlier in the day for all their work and talked with them about what they liked and disliked about
their jobs.

A zoning variance hearing was held regarding the request of Chad & Stephanie Ackermann of 2560 Richards to
allow the construction of an addition to the rear of the home creating a separation between the house and the
garage of 4.0’ instead of the required 10.0.”

Zoning Administrator Faasse explained the applicant’s proposal for an addition to the rear of the home that
would encroach into the separation requirement.

Doug Sikkema, representative for the applicants, explained the proposal to expand the dining area. He noted
the homeowner’s willingness to angle a corner of the addition to create a 6.0’ separation instead of the 4.0
separation requested in the application.

Mayor Seibold opened a public hearing. No other public comment was received. Mayor Seibold closed the
public hearing.

Dills-Duncan. That the request of Chad & Stephanie Ackermann of 2560 Richards to allow the construction of
an addition to the rear of the home creating a separation between the house and the garage of 4.0” instead of the
required 10.0” be approved.

Mayor Seibold showed photos of several properties in the surrounding area that had less than 10” of separation
and her thoughts that this entire ordinance provision needed additional conversation due to the many requests
received, the inconsistent decisions, and the unexplained reason for the 10’ separation requirement. She felt a
separation of 4’ was too close to the home, but did not have a specific recommendation for a different setback.

Commissioner Duncan agreed some of the smaller separations were not aesthetically pleasing, but noted this
particular home was at a disadvantage because it was set farther back from the street, thereby limiting options in
the back of the home.

Commission Miller spoke in support of the variance since others had been granted in this general range.

Commissioner Hamrick agreed, stating that aesthetics are very subjective and the addition may fit in very well
with the neighborhood.

Minutes of the regular meeting of the City Commission of the City of East Grand Rapids, County
of Kent, State of Michigan, (the “Municipality”’) held on May 16, 2016.

PRESENT: Commissioners Dills, Duncan, Hamrick, Miller, Skaggs, Zagel and Mayor Seibold
ABSENT: None

Member Miller offered and moved the adoption of the following resolution, seconded by Member
Skaggs.

WHEREAS, Part 52 (strategic water quality initiatives) of the Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection Act, 1994 PA 451, as amended (‘“Part 52”), provides at MCL 324.5204e
that the Michigan Finance Authority (the “MFA”) in consultation with the Michigan Department
of Environmental Quality (the “DEQ”) shall establish a strategic water quality initiatives grant
program; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with the provisions of 2012 PA 511, which provides grants to
municipalities for sewage collection and treatment systems or storm water or nonpoint source
pollution control; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with the provisions of 1985 PA 227, as amended, Part 52, and other
applicable provisions of law, the MFA, the DEQ, and the Municipality that is a grant recipient
shall enter into a grant agreement (the "SAW Grant Agreement") that requires the Municipality to
repay the grant under certain conditions as set forth in MCL 324.5204e, as amended; and

WHEREAS, the Municipality does hereby determine it necessary to (select one or more)

establish an asset management plan, [] establish a stormwater management plan, [ establish a
plan for wastewater/stormwater, [ establish a design of wastewater/stormwater, [ pursue
innovative technology, or [ initiate construction activities (up to $500,000 for disadvantaged
community).

WHEREAS, it is the determination of the Municipality that at this time, a grant in the aggregate
principal amount not to exceed $402,900.00 (“Grant”) be requested from the MFA and the DEQ to
pay for the above-mentioned undertaking(s); and

WHEREAS, the Municipality shall obtain this Grant by entering into the SAW Grant Agreement
with the MFA and the DEQ.



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

1.

Assistant City Manager/Director of Public Works, a position currently held by Doug La
Fave, is designated as the Authorized Representative for purposes of the SAW Grant
Agreement.

The proposed form of the SAW Grant Agreement between the Municipality, the MFA and
DEQ (attached Sample Grant Agreement) is hereby approved and the Authorized
Representative is authorized and directed to execute the SAW Grant Agreement with such
revisions as are permitted by law and agreed to by the Authorized Representative.

The Municipality shall repay the Grant, within 90 days of being informed to do so, with
interest at a rate not to exceed 8 percent per year, to the Authority if the Municipality is
unable to, or decides not to, proceed with constructing the project or implementing the
asset management program for which the funding is provided within 3 years of the Grant
award.

The Grant, if repayable, shall be a first budget obligation of the Municipality.

. The Municipality shall not invest, reinvest or accumulate any moneys deemed to be Grant

funds, nor shall it use Grant funds for the general Municipality administration activities or
activities performed by Municipality employees that are unrelated to the project.

The Authorized Representative is hereby jointly or severally authorized to take any actions
necessary to comply with the requirements of the MFA and the DEQ in connection with
the issuance of the Grant. The Authorized Representative is hereby jointly or severally
authorized to execute and deliver such other contracts, certificates, documents,
instruments, applications and other papers as may be required by the MFA or the DEQ or
as may be otherwise necessary to effect the approval and delivery of the Grant.

The Municipality acknowledges that the SAW Grant Agreement is a contract between the
Municipality, the MFA and the DEQ.

All resolutions and parts of resolutions insofar as they conflict with the provisions of this
Resolution are rescinded.
