Regular Meeting Held May 16, 2016

Mayor Seibold called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. in the City Commission Chambers at the East Grand Rapids
Community Center and led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Peter Dimetriou reported he had attended an event near Kalamazoo featuring a climatologist who outlined many
concerns. Mr. Dimetriou asked for continued awareness of climate change issues.

Commissioner Skaggs noted that many sidewalk replacement projects are underway. He also reported it has
National Public Works Week and thanked the staff for all their work every day of the year.

Mayor Seibold noted that construction near the intersection of Lakeside/Breton/Lake Drive was starting this
week and asked everyone to respect the posted detours. She also reported she had personally thanked the Public
Works crews earlier in the day for all their work and talked with them about what they liked and disliked about
their jobs.

A zoning variance hearing was held regarding the request of Chad & Stephanie Ackermann of 2560 Richards to
allow the construction of an addition to the rear of the home creating a separation between the house and the
garage of 4.0’ instead of the required 10.0.”

Zoning Administrator Faasse explained the applicant’s proposal for an addition to the rear of the home that
would encroach into the separation requirement.

Doug Sikkema, representative for the applicants, explained the proposal to expand the dining area. He noted
the homeowner’s willingness to angle a corner of the addition to create a 6.0’ separation instead of the 4.0
separation requested in the application.

Mayor Seibold opened a public hearing. No other public comment was received. Mayor Seibold closed the
public hearing.

Dills-Duncan. That the request of Chad & Stephanie Ackermann of 2560 Richards to allow the construction of
an addition to the rear of the home creating a separation between the house and the garage of 4.0” instead of the
required 10.0> be approved.

Mayor Seibold showed photos of several properties in the surrounding area that had less than 10” of separation
and her thoughts that this entire ordinance provision needed additional conversation due to the many requests
received, the inconsistent decisions, and the unexplained reason for the 10’ separation requirement. She felt a
separation of 4’ was too close to the home, but did not have a specific recommendation for a different setback.

Commissioner Duncan agreed some of the smaller separations were not aesthetically pleasing, but noted this
particular home was at a disadvantage because it was set farther back from the street, thereby limiting options in
the back of the home.

Commission Miller spoke in support of the variance since others had been granted in this general range.

Commissioner Hamrick agreed, stating that aesthetics are very subjective and the addition may fit in very well
with the neighborhood.

Commissioner Dills stated he was hesitant to approve this after seeing the photos of other homes with 4-6°
setbacks.
